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Andrew replied that he will be very humble for the upcoming court proceedings. Andrew's
father reminds him that the attorney he has obtained will be his (Andrew's) ""'mouthpiece."
Andrew's father states that Andrew would not be in this predicament if it had not been for
the excessive force of the University Police. At that time Andrew stated, "They think they can
get away with everything. They passed the Patriot Act."

On 9/21/07 Detective Smith conducted the following interview:

Det. Smith conducted an interview with Robert R. Lucas, who was sitting near the stage in
seat D2. He first became aware of Meyer when he heard, "They are going to arrest me."
Meyer interrupted another student to ask his question, "I've been listen to you for 2 hours. I
think I could ask you a question." Officers attempted to escort Meyer away from the
microphone, but before the officers were able to escort Meyer from the microphone Senator
Kerry informed them that he would answer Meyer's question. Once Meyer began asking his
question he made several pointless statements before finally asking his question. After his
microphone was turned off the officers attempted to escort Meyer out. Meyer at this point
began to physically resist the officers. Mr. Lucas observed Meyer jerk his elbows away from
the officers and then after he would get away from the officers, he would raise his hands like
he did nothing wrong. Lucas informed me that the officers were telling him to calm down,
but Meyer would not listen. Lucas advised Det. Smith that Meyer constantly struggled or
resisted the officers the entire time. Once Meyer and the officers were on the floor Mr. Lucas
could still see Meyer physically resisting the officers. Mr. Lucas stated, "This is not a
censorship, freedom of speech issue rather it's a issue of physical resistance to security for
disorderly conduct that had the possibility of threatening other students and a sitting
senator."

On 9/21/07 Detective Norman conducted the following interview:

Det. Norman met with Ms. Lindsey Johns, who stated she was seated in seat E15. Ms. Johns
stated that towards the end of the question and answer period, Senator Kerry announced that
he would be taking one final question. Once that question was asked, and Senator Kerry
began answering it, another person interrupted him with a question from the opposite side
microphone. Ms. Johns said that she saw event staff personnel addressing the person who
interrupted Senator Kerry and attempting to take away the microphone from his location. At
this point a white male police officer approached Meyer and began to place his arm into a
transport position behind his back. Senator Kerry addressed the officer and asked that Meyer
be allowed to ask his question and be released by the officer. The officer complied and Meyer
walked back down the aisle towards the microphone, followed by two officers. Meyer was
allowed to ask his question, according to Ms. Johns, he went into a rant of several statements.
The female officer behind Meyer instructed Meyer to ask his question in which Meyer replied
"I listened to him talk for 2 hours." As Meyer finished his statement someone cut the
microphone off. Meyer became upset at this action and officers again stepped in to escort
Meyer out of the seating area. According to Ms. Johns, once the officers touched Meyer he
began yelling ""Why are you arresting me?" Officers attempted to escort Meyer out of the
seating area he continued to struggle with them and resist their actions. Meyer was able to
break free and, according to Ms. Johns, headed towards the stage where Senator Kerry was
currently at. More officers then engaged in the attempt to subdue Meyer and he was taken
towards the back of the seating area. Det. Norman asked Ms. Johns if she felt Meyer was
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cooperating with the police and she said no. Det. Norman asked her if she felt Meyer was a
threat and she said that he did not threaten anyone, however his behavior was unpredictable
and that she did not know what he was going to do.

On 9/24/07 Detective Moran completed the following interviews:

Det. Moran met with Mr. Chad Riding, who advised he was sitting in seat AA2, near where
Meyer was tased. Mr. Riding stated that he first noticed Meyer when the Senator was
answering what was know to be the last question of the Forum. Mr. Riding stated that Meyer
spoke out saying that the police were going to arrest him and he had been listening to Kerry
for two hours and he wanted to ask a question. Mr. Riding stated that the Senator stopped
his answer to address Meyer. Mr. Riding described Meyer as being angry and adversarial.
Mr. Riding stated that when Meyer was given an opportunity to speak he continued to speak
in an excited manner, causing the police to be near him. As Meyer continued to speak he used
a term that was sexual in nature. At that time the microphone Meyer was using was turned
off. As the police tried to escort Meyer out of the auditorium he was able to get away from
the officer's grasp. At that time Meyer ended up of the floor lying on his back, with officers
around him: The officers were giving Meyer orders to roll over so they could put handcuffs on
him. Mr. Riding stated that he heard the officers tell Meyer three or four times for him to
roll over on his stomach or they would tase him. Mr. Riding stated that the officers somehow
got Meyer onto his side and were able to put a cuff on his right wrist, but they still could not
get the other hand in the cuff. At that time Meyer was tased by the female officer and the
others were able to get Meyer's hand in the cuff. Mr. Riding concluded that Meyer's actions
were definitely disruptive to the Forum.

Det.Moran met with Julie Hochsztein, who was seated in seat M101, near the microphone on
the west side of the auditorium. The first time she noticed Meyer was when the question and
answer session had ended and the staff was asking those still waiting in line to go back to their
seats. At that time Meyer went past the staff, up to the microphone and yelled out that he was
being arrested for wanting to ask a question. Ms. Hochsztein stated that Meyer's interruption
drew the attention of Senator Kerry who was addressing another question. Ms. Hochsztein
stated the Senator addressed Meyer and told him that his question would be answered. At
that time police were approaching Meyer. While Meyer was waiting for the Senator to finish
the previous question she observed him hand a video camera to a female that was standing
behind him. Once Meyer began talking he was prompted by the police to ask his question.
Ms. Hochsztein stated that when Meyer's microphone was turned off the police tried to grab
Meyer and he resisted by flailing his arms around and screaming. When Det. Moran asked
her if she perceived Meyer's actions as being disruptive she stated, ''Yes, both times."

det. Moran met with Ms. Kari Beckerman, an Accent representative, who was standing at the
microphone Meyer used. Ms. Beckerman said that when the question and answer session
ended she began informing those audience members still standing in line to return to their
seat. Ms. Beckerman described Meyer as causing a commotion, before he quickly ran up to
the microphone and interrupted the previous question that had been asked. Ms. Beckerman
stated that she tried to remove the microphone from Meyer until the Senator said that he
could ask his question. When asked if she felt that Meyer disrupted the assembly she replied,
"Oh, absolutely."
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Det. Moran met with Aaron Harrington, who advised that he was seated in the center section
in seat K113. Mr. Harrington stated that after Senator Kerry was addressing what was going
to be the last question of the Forum, he heard Meyer yell into the other microphone, "They're
trying to arrest me and I want to ask a question." Mr. Harrington stated that he observed an
Accent representative (white female in a pink or reddish colored shirt) trying to remove the
microphone from Meyer. Mr. Harrington stated that Meyer interrupted the Senator, who
was addressing the previous question, and said, ""They're trying to arrest me and I want to
ask a question. 1've been listening to you talk for two hours, why can't I ask a question." Mr.
Harrington described Meyer's demeanor at that time to be "rude, disruptive, belligerent, and
disrespectful." According to Mr. Harrington, Meyer begins his "tirade'" not asking a specific
question, which prompts the Senator to ask him if he has a question. As Meyer continued to
speak, he mentions the sexual term "blow job'" and shortly after his microphone is turned off.
Mr. Harrington stated that when two officers attempt to escort Meyer out, he began to
physically resist them by pushing away and throwing his hands up in the air. Mr. Harrington
stated that the black officer confronted Meyer and picked him up in efforts to remove him,
but Meyer was still being resistant. Mr. Harrington concluded saying that he felt that Meyer
did disrupt the event and was not acting "rational."

On 9/24/07 Sergeant Summers conducted the following interviews:

Sgt. Summers interviewed Juan Nino, who was sitting in the second row near the stage for
this event. Mr. Nino said that it was after the moderator told the audience, "This will be the
last question' he heard a struggle. He said that it had appeared to him that Meyer had forced
his way up to the microphone. Nino said that he did not observe any of the exchange between
Meyer and the police, but he said the student's behavior was "offensive and vociferous'.

Sgt. Summers interviewed Wendy Sanchez, who advised that she was seated in seat M102 for
the event. Ms. Sanchez stated that the moderator told the audience that there would be only
one more question. She said that someone walked up to the people in line and told them that
they would not be able to ask a question. Ms. Sanchez said that Meyer in a frustrated tone
said, "I'll wait right here." She said a few moments later as Senator Kerry was responding to
the last question Meyer ran up to the microphone and yelled that he had been there for 2
hours listening to Senator Kerry and that he wanted to ask a question. Ms. Sanchez stated
that the officers then attempted to escort Meyer from auditorium and at this point Meyer was
yelling and resisting the officers. Senator Kerry told the officers it was ok that he would take
Meyer's question once he finished the answer to the current question. She said that when
Meyer was through with his question the officers tried to escort him out and he pushed away
from them. Ms. Sanchez said at this point the officers and Meyer were right in front of her.
Ms. Sanchez said Meyer continued to yell out and then heard him yell, "Don't tase me" and
then heard Meyer cry out. Ms. Sanchez said that she felt extremely threatened by Meyer's
outburst.

On 9/25/07 Detective Moran conducted the following interviews:

Det. Moran met with Mr. Steven Blank, the Accent Chairman. Mr. Blank stated that prior to
this event he had no knowledge of Meyer. Mr. Blank indicated that he was seated in the front
of the auditorium in seat B101, near the stage with Mr. Tyroler. Mr. Blank stated the event
was going smoothly until the end of the question and answer session, when Meyer made his
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first disruption. Mr. Blank stated that he instructed Mr. Tyroler to assist Mr. Guglielmo with
the disruption, while he remained in his seat. Mr. Blank stated that after Meyer's first
disruption, while he was waiting for the Senator to address his question, he observed Meyer
hand a video camera to a female audience member that was standing behind him. Mr. Blank
advised me that it he observed Meyer set the camera up for her and position it so it would
record at a particular angle. Mr. Blank then advised me about Accent's policies pertaining to
disruptive incidents. He specified that if the Accent representatives have any problems with
an audience member they are not permitted to touch them, he stated that was the police
officers responsibility. Mr. Blank also stated that, per Accent's policy, if any profanity,
vulgarity, or any threats to the speaker are made by an audience member the microphone
would be turned off. Mr. Blank further stated that approximately two years ago a statement,
similar to Meyer's, was made by an audience member at the, Accent sponsored, Robert F.
Kennedy speech that also resulted with the microphone being turned off. When Mr. Blank
was asked if he felt Meyer's actions were disruptive to the event, Mr. Blank stated,
"absolutely." He went on to add, ""Even before he actually got to his question he not only
interrupted a Senator, but interrupted an Accent show."

Mrs. Diane Forkel walked in to UFPD and asked that she be allowed to give her firsthand
accounts to what she witnessed while attending the John Kerry Forum. Mrs. Forkel advised
me she was seated in seat P2, which was very near the microphone Meyer used. Ms. Forkel
stated that she first noticed Meyer when he interrupted the Senator, who was addressing a
question that was being asked on the other side of the auditorium. Mrs. Forkel stated that the
Senator spoke to Meyer and told him to calm down and he would be allowed to ask his
question. Mrs. Forkel described Meyer at that time to be, "Belligerent, verbally combative,
and determined to have his say." Mrs. Forkel stated that once the microphone was turned off
the police moved in to remove Meyer, but he did not go peacefully. Det. Moran asked Mrs.
Forkel if she thought Meyer had disrupted the event and her response was, '"Oh yeah. He
barged in when the other kid was talking. He was being totally obnoxious."

Mrs. Janet Roberts walked in to UFPD and asked that she be allqwed to give her firsthand
accounts to what she witnessed while attending the John Kerry Forum. Mrs. Roberts
indicated that she was seated in seat L2, the front row of the section directly behind the
microphone where Meyer spoke. Mrs. Roberts stated that she witnessed Meyer approach the
microphone, after the question and answer session had ended, and spoke out in a tirade,
"Kerry had been speaking for two hours and the police were going to arrest him for trying to
ask a question." Mrs. Roberts stated that she decided to leave the Forum, since it was almost
over and she did not want to witness anymore disrespectful disruptions from Meyer.

Det. Moran met with Ms. Sarah Bobek, who indicated that she was seated in the row directly
behind the microphone that Meyer spoke into, seat L3. Ms. Bobek said the first time she
noticed Meyer in the audience was when Senator Kerry made the comment, "I hope I don't
look like that" and she distinctly heard Meyer speak up and say, "You do." This was prior to
any other incident. Ms. Bobek said the next time she noticed Meyer he stated, ""I've been
waiting here for two hours, we've heard you talk for two hours." Ms. Bobek described Meyer
as yelling that loudly. Ms. Bobek also stated that the police officers were telling Meyer to
return to his seat at that time. Once Meyer was allowed to ask the Senator a question he
mentioned the term "blow job" and his microphone was turned off. She advised Det. Moran
that approximately four officers tried to restrain Meyer, but he broke away from them.
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According to Ms. Bobek, "the officers were not effective in their efforts to restrain him
[Meyer]." Det. Moran asked Ms. Bobek if she thought Meyer was being disruptive enough to
be escorted out of the auditorium and she stated yes.

Det. Moran also contacted Mr. Jason Meininger, special assistant to Senator Kerry. This
interview was conducted via email. Mr. Meininger was present with the Senator during his
visit to the University of Florida and was positioned backstage during the event. Mr.
Meininger stated Meyer gained his attention when he shouted, ""I've listened to you go on for
two hours and they’re going to arrest me if I don't get to ask my question." According to Mr.
Meininger, Meyer certainly interrupted whoever was in the middle of asking the Senator
Kerry a question. Senator Kerry responded that he would be willing to answer Meyer's
question as long as Meyer let the person he interrupted finish their question. Mr. Meininger
stated, ""Although I did not physically see the very beginning of Meyer's question, Meyer was
making a statement as opposed to asking a question. At first he was calm and then suddenly
the tone and volume of his voice rose dramatically to a point where, through my experience at
public events, it became clear he was out to provoke a confrontation with either Senator
Kerry or the police."” When Meyer was permitted to ask his question he did so, but would not
give Senator Kerry a chance to answer. Meyer exclaimed he had two more questions and
suddenly became even more erratic, waiving his arms, raising the tone and intensity of his
speech. Once the sound was cut, Meyer exploded and was grabbed by the Police at which
point he was resisting them. Mr. Meininger also stated, "Flailing his arms, Meyer moved
forward and nearly broke free from the officers' control and I thought Meyer was going to
rush the stage. Another officer came down and carried a still screaming Meyer to the top of
the aisle as Meyer tried to fight his way back towards Senator Kerry."

On 9/26/07 Sergeant Summers conducted the following interview:

Sgt. Summers interviewed Anthony Angiuli, who was seated approximately 15-20 feet away
from the microphone where the incident took place (U101). He said that he witnessed Andrew
Meyer run up to the microphone and disturb the event by pleading to have a question
answered. Angiuli stated that the officers tried to remove Meyer after his initial outburst, but
Meyer resisted their efforts. He said that Senator Kerry agreed to answer Meyer's question.
Once Meyer was allowed to ask his question he approached the microphone and began to yell
and verbally attack the senator. Meyer then used profane language and the officers again
attempted to escort him out of the auditorium, at that point Meyer resisted them ''violently
flailing his arms and body around infringing on the security of those around him." Meyer was
forced up the aisle and during this time he continued to resist.

On 9/27/07 Detective Taylor conducted the following interviews:

Det. Taylor met with Alicia Nelson, who was an usher at the event and witnessed Meyer's
actions. Nelson stated that Meyer's actions created a disturbance and disrupted the event.
Nelson did not hear anything that the officers said except something about only having one
handcuff on, as Meyer was so loud. Nelson was also worried that the crowd would become
involved in a riot type of situation as a result of Meyer yelling ""Help Me!"

Det. Taylor met with Julie Anspach, who was an usher for the event. Anspach said that
Andrew interrupted Kerry while he was commenting on another question. Anspach stated
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that when the sound was turned down on Meyer's microphone the police moved in to remove
him, but he continued talking in a loud "rehearsed" type of voice and broke away from the
officers. After he broke away, the officers had Meyer on the ground attempting to handcuff
him.

On 9/27/07 Detective Taylor conducted the following interview:

Det. Taylor met with John Stanton, who was an usher at the event. Stanton stated the Meyer's
actions were disruptive to the event and he was worried for the safety of the audience due to
Meyer struggling with the officers.

On 9/27/07 WUFT TV released more video footage of the incident inside the University
Auditorium on 9/17/07. The video footage, named, '"Web Extra: WUFT-TV Video Of
Incident At Kerry Forum" still does not show the entire dialogue that occurred between
Meyer and the Accent representatives or the officers, but it clearly shows Meyer's disruptive
demeanor and his failure to comply with the officers once they decided to remove him from
the auditorium. This video indicates that Meyer did willfully resist the officers, even after
they announced that he would be tased if he did not comply. The video also shows Meyer's
resistance while he is on the floor and the officers are attempting to handcuff him. While
officers were able to secure a cuff to Meyer's right wrist, they could not gain control of
Meyer's left hand, which is clearly seen on the video trying to hold on to the arm of one of the
fixed seats inside the auditorium. It was at that point when Officer Mallo utilized her taser in
order to gain full compliance from Meyer and completely secured him with both cuffs. The
video also illustrates the irrational behavior of Meyer, even after being handcuffed. Meyer
continued to make outlandish remarks about the police handing him over to the
"government." Meyer also makes a comment about him being arrested for asking a question
at the, "John Kerry Protest."

A review of the in-car video footage of Meyer being transported to the Alachua County Jail
and Meyer's subsequent telephone calls to his father once at the jail also highlight Meyer's
mental state. Meyer appears to be in a jovial mood while speaking with his father and states
that he is glad that he was arrested. He is heard laughing during numerous periods of the
conversation and makes unusual references to his arrest being associated with government
agents and the patriot act.

Based on the information obtained in this investigation, through officer's accounts,
independent witness testimonies, and video/audio recordings, the charges filed against
Andrew Meyer have been substantiated. Meyer did disrupt and interfere with an event
occurring at the University of Florida. Meyer ignored attempts by Accent staff to deal with
his outbursts and the officers initial verbal attempts to defuse the situation. Once the officers
attempted to remove Meyer he willfully resisted their attempts by jerking away and flailing
his arms around. Once he was taken to the floor by the officers, Meyer continued to resist the
officers by kicking his legs, pushing his upper body up, and holding on to a fixed object while
the officers were trying to restrain him.
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
